Tender bylaws for the “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition”
1. Tender organiser
1.1. The selection of works for the tender “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition” is organised by the Association of Culture Institutions of Riga City Council Riga Porcelain Museum (hereinafter – the Museum) (Reg. No 90000013606, address: Kalēju iela 9/11, Riga, LV-1050, Latvia).

1.2. To evaluate tender submissions and select submitted works, the Museum shall establish an evaluation committee consisting of five persons with equal voting rights, whose composition shall be approved by an order from the director of the Association of Culture Institutions of Riga City Council. 
2. Tender objective
2.1. The objective of the tender is to facilitate the implementation of the “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition”.

2.2. The objective will be achieved by calling for the submission of works for the exhibition, holding a work selection competition, and exhibiting the approved works at an exhibition in the Museum.
2.3. The priorities of the 2021 tender:

2.3.1. Works which reflect in an original way on the theme “Plants”.
2.3.2. Works with a high level of technical execution and artistic quality.
3. The applicant
3.1. Applications for the tender may be submitted by any person over 18 years of age who has created a porcelain artwork in accordance with clause 4 of the Bylaws and submitted an application in accordance with clause 6 of the Bylaws (hereinafter – the Author).
3.2. One person may submit an application for one work or a combined group of works.
3.3. Staff of the Riga Porcelain Museum and their family members are prohibited from participating in the Tender.

4. Submission rules
4.1.1. The submitted work must have been created in the last two years.

4.1.2. The material used in making the submitted work must be porcelain. Other materials may be used to assist in exhibiting the works or as supplements to the installation (for example as a base, platform or stand) if these do not exceed 30% of the overall volume of the work. The dimensions of the submitted work (or the total dimensions of a group of works) must not exceed 21 cm x 21 cm x 21 cm.
4.1.3. The minimum size of the works must be not less than 13 cm in at least one dimension.
4.1.4. The submitted work must comply with the criteria stipulated in Clause 2.3 of the Bylaws.
5. Announcement of the tender
5.1. The tender shall be announced on the Museum’s website (http://porcelanamuzejs.riga.lv), with information also sent to the Museum’s cooperation partners and Latvia’s media outlets. Within the bounds of possibility, information will also be posted on the Museum’s social media pages
 (https://www.facebook.com/porcelanamuzejs, https://twitter.com/Porcelanamuzejs).

6. Submission of applications
6.1. Applications shall be submitted in one copy and shall consist of the following documents:

6.1.1. A completed application form signed by the Author;
6.1.2. At least 2 (two) images of the artwork from different angles.
6.2. If a work consisting of several elements is submitted, only one application form must be completed.

6.3. Completed application forms must be printed, signed and scanned and sent to rpm@riga.lv.
6.4. Images of artworks may be submitted electronically to rpm@riga.lv in .jpg or .tiff format with resolution not less than 300 dpi/1Mb;

6.5. The deadline for submitting applications is 22 August 2021 23:59. Applications submitted after this date shall be rejected.
6.6. The applicant consents that their personal data will be used for the purpose of preparing essential documentation for the tender. The person responsible for processing the data is _______. The applicant has the right to access their personal data, correct the data if it is wrong, restrict the scope of the processing of their personal data, and delete their personal data. 

7. Evaluation of applications and approval of works
7.1. The tender evaluation committee shall check the compliance of the submitted applications with the criteria stipulated in clause 4 of the Bylaws and accept complying applications for evaluation.

7.2. The tender evaluation committee shall study the applications submitted for evaluation by examining the images of the submitted works and shall evaluate the works in accordance with clause 2.3 and 4 of the Bylaws.
7.3. Approval of the submitted works shall be granted by the evaluation committee through voting. 
7.4. To ensure that the submitted work is approved for the exhibition, it must receive a positive evaluation from at least half the committee members with voting rights.
7.5. Decisions on approving applications and approving submitted works for entry in the exhibition or their rejection shall be made at a meeting of the evaluation committee after the deadline for applications.
7.6. Authors shall be informed regarding approval of their submitted works via the e-mail address indicated in their application by 27 August 2021.

8.  Order for receiving, exhibiting and returning selected works.
8.1. The application form is also a Docket of Receipt for the item to be held at the tender Museum’s address (Riga Porcelain Museum, Kalēju iela 9/11, Riga, LV 1050) for the period stipulated in the application form, and it shall be used for arranging the exposition of the “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition” and may be photographed for publicity purposes free of charge.

8.2. The information provided in the application form and the submitted images may be used for publicity purposes for the “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition” and other activities connected with the “International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition”.
8.3. Works approved by the evaluation committee for the “15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition” must be delivered by the Authors to the Museum’s address (Riga Porcelain Museum, Kalēju iela 9/11, Riga, LV-1050, Latvija) by 20 September 2021.
8.4. If upon receiving a work submitted for the exhibition the Museum discover that it does not comply with one of the conditions stipulated in clause 4 of the Bylaws, the organisers reserve the right not to exhibit it. If the submitted work consists of a group of objects, the organisers reserve the right to only exhibit part of the object depending on the layout of the exposition.

8.5. The exhibition will be held from 1 October 2021 to 14 November 2021.
8.6. During the exhibition period, the Authors of approved works shall not have the right to prematurely gave their works returned, except in cases where the need to remove the work from the exposition and return it to the applicant is connected with the preservation of the work in good condition. 

8.7. All costs connected with delivering the works to the address of the Museum shall be paid by the Author.
8.8. The costs of returning works to their Authors shall be paid by the Museum. 

8.9. The works shall be sent to their Authors to the address indicated in the application form or handed over at the Museum within one month of the final day of the exhibition or held at the Museum pending bequeathing formalities.

8.10. If the Author has indicated in the application form that he or she wishes to bequeath their work to the Museum, the information in the form shall be given to the Museum’s collection curator for the preparation of documentation relating to bequeathing.

8.11. Any disputes or differences between the Museum and an Author in connection with the International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition shall be resolved through negotiations. If agreement cannot be reached through negotiations, the disputes or differences shall be resolved in accordance with the laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia.

9.2. The description of the exhibition theme and concept are on one page in annex 2.

9.3. The bylaws enter into force on 14.06.2021.

Annex 2
Theme of the 15th International Small Form Porcelain Exhibition:
PLANTS

The theme of the 2021 exhibition is “Plants.” The artists are invited to explore the relationships between humans, plants and nature in general.

I was once asked a surprising question in a job interview: what plant do I associate myself with? This was something I hadn’t previously thought about. Maybe you have a favourite plant that you identify with? What plants do you recognise in nature? How many do you know the names of? What plants do you eat? Did you know that there is a law for the protection of plants?

Living in the city, it is easy to ignore plants or view them merely as decorative elements. However, their impact on our lives and the importance of the relationships between them is far greater than we might imagine. Finding ourselves in nature, we can shed the stereotype that we are slaves to it, and instead realise that we are inescapably dependant on each other. The constant rejuvenation process which plants undergo may be a source of terror or inspiration. The constant cycles of life remind us that we can’t just stay in the same place, hold back the inevitable or speed up the natural order of things.
